• Tissue Paper (Use any one color, or 
several) 

• Pipe Cleaners 

• Scissors 
 

Instructions 
 

1. Cut 4-6 pieces of tissue paper; exact size doesn’t 
matter. 

2. Pile up the paper and fold like an accordion.  
3. Tie the center of the folded paper with a green 

pipe cleaner. 
4. Gently pull each piece of paper toward the top 

center of the flower, separating each sheet of 
paper, forming the petals. 

Instructions 
 

1. Paint the plate and the cup brown, then paint a 
red strip along the rim of the plate. Allow to dry. 

2. Glue the cup to the center of the plate to make the 
shape of the sombrero. 

3. Glue the red, green and white pom-poms along 
the rim of the plate where the red trim has been 
painted. Alternate the colors. 

4. Optional: cut out ¼ inch wide strips of brown and 
red felt and glue along the base of the cup that has 
been glued to the paper plate. 

5. You’re all done and your mini-sombrero is now 
ready to decorate your room or dinner table. 
Make one or several and in different sizes your 
family and friends.
